MICHAEL BRYANT

A night that began with a dinner to celebrate his 12th wedding anniversary ended in a jail cell for Michael Bryant, the Harvard-educated lawyer, politician, and CEO.  He was charged with dangerous driving causing death and criminal negligence causing death. Ironically, he had helped write the legal text for the same charges sixteen years earlier. The charges were eventually dropped, but nothing could undo what had happened to cyclist Darcy Sheppard, or to Michael Bryant. In his talks, Bryant chronicles how everything in his life changed in the aftermath of that late summer evening in August 2009.  Speaking publicly for the first time of his personal challenges and his own battle with some of the very demons shared by Darcy Sheppard, Bryant's is a dramatic story of inspiration, survival, tough choices, and transformation, with plenty of revelations you'd never expect from this ex-politician and media favourite.
Michael Bryant’s illustrious career as a political leader and legal thinker took a shocking change of direction on August 31, 2009, when he was charged with the death of cyclist Darcy Sheppard.

A Harvard Law School graduate and then the acclaimed – and youngest ever -- Attorney General of Ontario, Bryant’s life changed forever over the course of 28 Seconds (the title of his forthcoming book from Penguin Canada August, 2012) that summer night. After charges against him were dropped in 2010, Bryant returned to a life in the law, however he still had more adversity to face as he sought to move his life forward.
