
  

VALERIE PRINGLE - Award-Winning Television Broadcaster

Valerie Pringle is one of Canada's best-known and most respected broadcasters. The Banff Television Foundation selected her as one of the Fifty Famous Faces of Fifty Years of Canadian Television.

Pringle started her career at age 19 as a student reporter with CFRB Radio in Toronto after graduation from Radio and Television Arts at Ryerson in 1974. In 1985, she helped launch the highly successful CBC-TV news and current affairs program, MIDDAY. After eight years of hosting that and other CBC shows, Valerie moved to CTV in 1993 as co-host of Canada-AM. In addition, Valerie co-hosted the 1994 Lillehammer Olympics and W-FIVE from 1996-1999.

Since leaving Canada-AM in July 2001, Pringle co-produced, co-wrote and hosted the documentary After the Fall for Discovery Channel about the clean up of the World Trade Center, which was sold around the world. She did 33 episodes of her travel series Valerie Pringle Has Left the Building for CTV Travel and CTV and two seasons of Test of Faith for Vision-TV. In 2004 Valerie climbed to Mount Everest Base Camp to do a series of reports for Discovery Channel and traveled Canada for four Seasons as the host of The Canadian Antiques Roadshow.

She also helped produce and write Rude: Where are Your Manners for CBC’s DocZone and Kilimanjaro: The Meaning of the Mountain for CBC’s Documentary Channel.

She is actively involved in many not for profit organizations including being Chair of the Board of The Trans Canada Trail and on the Foundation Board for the Centre for Addiction and Mental Health and The Canada Post Foundation for Mental Health and spokesperson for the Canadian Foundation for AIDS Research.

She is an Honourary Fellow of the Royal Canadian Geographic Society. A seven-time Gemini Award nominee and winner of an inaugural Alumni Award of Distinction from Ryerson University, Pringle was appointed a Member of the Order of Canada in 2006 for her contributions to the communications field and volunteer activities.
